FAST FACTS

W hen you give a child a
helium-filled balloon, it

brings great joy. But if the balloon is
leaking and gradually deflates, the child
becomes frustrated. If the balloon is difficult
to hang on to and floats away, the child cries.

A balloon is like expectations. If they're too
low or too high, they're not helpful. But if the
expectations are highÐyet still within
reachÐthe child holds the taut string of the
balloon with an arm extended up.
Expectations should make our children
stretch but still able to see what they're
stretching toward.

Expectations should differ based on each
child's temperament, abilities, gifts, and
talents. A natural-born athlete who is bored in
physical education, goofs around most of the
time, and still gets an A, doesn't have high
enough expectations set on her. The dyslexic
child who struggles to keep up with the state
standards of reading for his age has
expectations placed upon him that are too
