Child’s View

ur perceptions make a big

difference in how we feel and
act. When we feel that a place is dangerous,
we will usually avoid going there if possible.
When we sense that someone could hurt us,
we try to protect ourselves.

From an early age, children perceive who is
warm and friendly and who is cold and
distant. They crawl into laps of people who
interact with them, hug them, and play with
them. They run from aggressive, barking dogs
and adults who yell.

As children grow older, they still quickly
sense where they are wanted and where they
‘get in the way." How does your child perceive
adults in your community? Does your child
feel that adults take seriously the opinions
and ideas of children? Does your child have
opportunities to participate, serve, lead, and
