FAST FACTS

A lthough talking about religion
can be very sensitive,

especially in public schools, Search
Institute researchers found that
young people who are involved in a
religious congregation are more
likely to grow up healthy than kids
who aren't involved.

Other research has uncovered similar
findings. In fact, research suggests that
religious institutions help young people
develop in healthy ways in at least three areas:

1 They reduce risky behaviorsÐAlthough 
young people who are involved in

congregations can be found smoking,
drinking, or engaging in other risky behaviors,
researchers found that their levels of at-risk
behavior are lower than among kids who
aren't active in congregations.

What Congregations Offer

Three ways to encourage religiousinvolvement:1.With your child, visit variouscongregations. Include your child
in decisions about how and where
to be involved.2.Work faith and spirituality intoyour daily life. Choose ways that

best fit with your values,traditions, and culture.3.Have a family meeting to talkabout your family's religiousinvolvement. What does eachperson like or not like?
